He decides to investigate, but is w aylaid by Shaydes - creatures of the Gallifreyan
Matrix who will use the detonation of the flawed reactor  to secretly return the Doctor to Gallifrey. The
reactor will destroy a damaged alien time-vessel cur rently in orbit around Earth, creating the Null-
Time event which will shield the use of the Timescoop from the High Councillors' enemies. The Doctor
is horrified by the callous damage to Earth's time str  eam this will cause. The Shaydes tell the Doctor
that the alternative is even worse: the oncoming disa ster their masters have foreseen threatens all of
creation. Silver, meanwhile, encounters the Eighth  Doctor, who takes her aboard the alien time-vessel
and uses her biometric print to restore the TARDIS an d help the Doctor shut down the Spearhead's
reactor. Mortimer defeats the Shaydes and absorbs the ir shape-shifting abilities. The Timescoop
rebounds off the TARDIS and is returned to Gallifrey  unexpectedly, causing havoc and possibly
killing the splinter group of High Councillors and their dark allies. The Doctor has no choice - he
must go to Gallifrey and see what disaster threatens all of creation. Silver and Mortimer are left with
the Time Agents on Earth. For Silver, her travels wi  th the Doctor have come to an end.
